On February 4th, 1974,
Patty Hearst, the daugh-
ter of Randolph Hearst,
is kidnapped from her
apartment in Berkeley,
California, by two black
men and a white woman.
Stephen Weed, her fi-
ance, was beaten and tied
up along with a neighbor
trying to help. Witnesses
reported seeing Hearst
being carried away blind-
folded, and she was put

in the trunk of a car.

On February 6th 1952,
after along illness, King
George VI of Great Brit-
ain and Northern Ireland
dies in his sleep at the
royal estate at Sandring-
ham. Princess Elizabeth,
was next in line to
throne. she was in Kenya
at the time of her fa-
ther's death and she was
crowned Queen Elizabeth
II on June 2, 1953, at
age 27.
